Scootor riders - mare
than car drivers-must always be at their mantal and physical bast. Under and
influsnce of even small amounts of alcohal, there 5 a tendency 10 take dangerous
sk,

Protective clothing is as essential for the scooter rider as seal belis are for car drivers
and passengers. Always waar a complete moloicycle suitiwhether made of leather
or lear-resistant synthetic matarials wiih protectors), sturdy boots, motorcycle gloves
and a preparly fitfing helmet. Optimum protoctive wear, however, should not
encourage caralessnoss. Though full-coverage holmoels and suils, in particular, create
an illusion of tatal salety and protection, motorcyclists will always be vulnarable.
Riders who lack eritical sai-contral fun the sk of geing too fast and are apt to take
chamces. This is oven moro dangorous in wet woathor, The good motorcyelist rdes
zaloly, predictably and defansively-aveiding afl dangers, including these eaused by
others.
