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SAFETY RIDING

Regular care and maintenance are essential for preserving your scooter’s value and
operating condition. Moreover, what is true for the scooter is also true for the rider:
good performance depends on being in good shape. Riding under the influence of
medication, drugs and alcohoal is, of course, out of the question. Scooter riders more
than car drivers must always be at their mental and physical best. Under and
influence of even small amounts of alcohal, there is a tendency to take dangerous
risks.

Protective clothing is as essential for the scooter rider as seat belts are for car drivers
and passengers. Always wear a complete motorcycle suit (whether made of leather or
tear-resistant synthetic materials with protectors ), sturdy boots, motorcycle gloves
and a properly fitting helmet. Optimum protective wear, however, should not
encourage carelessness. Though full-coverage helmets and suits, in particular, create
an illusion of total safety and protection, motorcyclists will always be vulnerable.
Riders who lack critical self-control run the risk of going too fast and are apt to take
chances. This is even more dangerous in wet weather. The good motorcyclist rides
safely, predictably and defensively-avoiding all dangers, including those caused by
others.



CONTROL FUNCTIONS
MAIN SWITCH

The main switch controls the ignition and
lighting system. Its operation is described
below.

ON:

Electrical circuits are switched on. The engine can
be dated. The key cannot be removed in this

postion.

INMWARNING

Never turn the key to ‘OFF or ‘LOCK’ when
the scooter is moving. The dectrical circuits
will be switched off which may result in loss of
control or an accident. Be sure the scooter is
stopped before turning the key to “OFF’ or
“LOCK™.

The deering is locked when the main switch is in
the ‘LOCK” postion and al dedricd cirauits are
avitched off.

To release the lock turn the
key to ‘OFF while pushing.

OPEN:

To open the seat,
turn the key to
this position.

turn switch is moved to left or right.

High Beam Indicator Light “=[:”
This indicator comes on when the head light
high beam is used.

FUEL GAUGE

1. Fuel gauge

This model is equipped with an electric fuel
gauge so the rider can monitor the fuel level
in the fuel tank. When the needle indicates
“E” (Empty), about 1.0L remain in the fuel
tank.

Turn Signal Switch

To signal a right-hand turn, push the switch
to the “=>”.To signal a left-hand turn, push
the switch to the “<3”.0Once the switch is
released it will return to the center position.
To cancel the signal, push the switch in after
it has returned to the center position.

Horn Switch “#=”
Press the switch to sound the horn.

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OPERATION AND IMPORTANT RIDING POINTS

M WARNING

1. Before riding this scooter, become
thoroughly familiar with all operating controls
and their functions.

Consult a dealer regarding any control or
function that you do not thoroughly under
stand.

2. Never gtart your engine or let it run for any
Length of time in a closed area. The exhaust
fumes are poisonous and can cause loss of
consciousness and death within a short time.
Always operate your scooter in an area with
adequate ventilation.

3. Before starting out, be sure to use the center
stand for safety.

ACCELERATION

The speed can be adjusted by opening and
Closing the throttle grip. Turning it toward
you increases the speed, and turn it in the
opposite direction decreases the speed.

After warming up the engine:

1. Apply the rear brake lever with your left
hand and hold the rear grab with your
right hand. Then push the scooter off the
center stand.

2. Sit astride the seat and adjust the rear
View mirrors.

3. Check the oncoming traffic and use a turn
signal.

4. Turn the throttle grip on the right
handlebar slowly and you will start off.
Remember to turn off the turn signal.

Keep the riding speed below 60knvh within1500km.

If the engine trouble should occur during the
break-in period, consult a dealer.

ENGINE BRAKE-IN

There is never a more important period in
the life of your scooter than the period
between zero and 1500km. For this reason
we ask that you carefully read the
following material. Because the engine is
brand new, you must not put an excessive
load on it for the first1500km. The various
parts in the engine wear and polish
themselves to the correct operating
clearances. During this period, prolonged
full throttle operation, or any condition
which might result in excessive heating of
the engine, must be avoid.

PARKING

When parking the scooter, stop the engine
and remove the ignition key.

N WARNING:

The muffler and exhaust pipe are hot. Park
the scooter in a place where pedestrians or
children are not likely to touch the scooter.
Do not park the scooter on a slope or soft
ground, the scooter may overturn.
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PERIODIC MAINTENANCE AND MINOR REPAIR

Periodic ingpection, adjustment and lubrication
will keep your scooter in the safest and most
efficient condition possble. Safety is an
obligation of the scooter owner.

The maintenance and lubrication schedule chart
should be considered drictly as a guide to
general maintenance and lubrication intervals.

SPARK PLUG INSPECTION Specified Spark Plug:



The spark plug is an important engine
component and is easy to inspect. The
condition of the spark plug can indicate
the condition of the engine. The idea
color on the white insulator around the
center electrode is a medium-to-light tan
color for a scooter that is being ridden
normally. Do not attempt to diagnose any
problems yourself. Instead, take the
scooter to a dede. You should
periodically remove and inspect the spark
plug because heat and deposits will cause
the spark plug to slowly break down and
erode. If electrode eroson becomes
excessive, or if carbon and other deposits
are excessive, you should replace the

gpark plug with the specified plug.
BRAKE LEVER FREE PLAY

1.Visual Check:

Check for scratches or damage on the
inner tube and excessive oil leakage from
the front fork.

2.0Operation Check:

Place the scooter on a level place.

a. Hold the scooter in an upright position
and apply the front brake.

b. Push down hard on the handlebars
several times and check if the fork
rebounds smoothly.

STEERING INSPECTION

Periodically inspect the condition of the
steering. Worn out or loose deering
bearings may be dangerous. Place a stand
under the engine to raise the front wheel
off the ground Hold the lower end of the
front forks and try to move them forward
and backward. If any free play can be felt,
ask a dedler to inspect and adjust the
steering. Inspection is easier if the front
wheel isremoved.

Securely support the scooter so there is no
danger of falling over.

FUSE REPLACEMENT

If the fuse is blown, turn off the main
switch and the switch of the circuit in
guestion. Remove the screws on beattery
case cover the fuse is at the side of the
case. Install a new fuse of specified
amperage. Make sure the new fuse is
fitted securely. Turn on the switches and

WHEEL BEARINGS

If there is play in the front or rear wheel
hub or if the wheel does not turn
smoothly, have a dealer inspect the wheel
bearings.

CLEANING & STORAGE
A.CLEANING

Frequent, thorough cleaning of your scooter
will not only enhance its appearance but will
aso improve its general performance and
extend the useful life of many components.
1.Before cleaning the scooter:

a Block off the end of the exhaud pipe to



see if the electrical device operates. If the
fuse immediately blows again consult a
dealer.

CAUTION:
Do not use fuses of higher amperage
rating than those  recommended.

Substitution of a fuse of improper rating
can cause extensive electrical system
damage and possibly afire.

Specified Fuse: 15A

CAUTION:

Excessive hose pressure may cause water
seepage and deterioration of wheel
bearings, front fork, brakes, transmission
seals and electrical parts. Many expensive
repair bills have resulted from improper
high pressure detergent applications.
4.0nce the majority of the dirt has been
hosed, wash all surfaces with warm water
and mild, detergent-type soap.

An old toothbrush or bottle brush is handy
for hard-to-touch places.

5.Rinse the scooter off immediately with
clean water and dry all surfaces with a
chamois clean towel, or a soft absorbent
cloth.

8.Automotive-type wax may be applied to
all painted and chrome-plated surfaces.
Avoid combination of cleaner and wax.
Many contain abrasives which may mar
the paint or protective finish. When
finished, start the engine and let it idle for
several minutes.
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prevent water entry; a plagic bag and srong
rubber Band may be used.

b. Make sure the spark plug and al filler cgps
areproperly indalled.
2. If the engine case is excessively gressy,
aoply degreaser with a paint brush. Do not
apply degreaser to whed! axles
3. Rinse the dirt and degreaser off with a
garden hose. Use only enough pressure to do
the job.

6.Windscreen Cleaning:

CAUTION:

Avoid using any akaline or strong acid
cleaner gasoline, brake fluid, or any other
solvent.

Clean the windscreen with a cloth or
sponge dampened with a neutral
detergent, and after cleaning, thoroughly
wash it off with water. Some cleaning
compounds for plastics may leave
scratches on surfaces of the windscreen .
Before using them, make a test by
polishing an area which does not affect
the visibility.

7.Clean the seat with a vinyl upholstery
cleaner to keep the cover pliable and

glossy.

B.STORAGE

Long term storage (60 days or more) of
your scooter will require some preventive
procedures to guard against deterioration.
After thoroughly cleaning the scooter,
prepare for storage as follows:

1.Drain the fuel tank, fuel lines and
carburetor float bowl.

2.Remove the spark plug, pour about one
tablespoon of SAE 10W30 motor oil in
the spark plug hole and reinstall the spark

plug.



3. Lubricate al control cables.

4. Block up the frame to raise both wheels
off the ground.

5. Tie a plastic bag over the exhaust pipe
outlet to prevent moisture from entering.

6. If storing in a humid or salt-air
aimosphere coat al exposed metal
surfaces with a light film of oil. Do not
apply oil to any rubber parts or the seat
cover.

7. Remove the battery and charge it. Store
it in a dry place and recharge it once a
month. Do not sore the battery in an
excessively Warm or cold place ( less than
0C or morethan 30C ).

CAUTION:

Make necessary repairs before storing the
scooter.
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Turn the engine over several times
(ground the spark plug wire) to coat the
cylinder wall with oil.

INMWARNING

When using the starter motor to crank the
engine, remove the spark plug wire, and
ground it to prevent sparking.
